Justin Huisman

Justin Huisman is in his second summer as the manager of the Northwest Indiana Oilmen, having led the
team to the MCL title last summer. He is also the head coach of the Trinity College Trolls baseball team.
Huisman played collegiately at the University of Mississippi from 1997 to 2000, where he earned honors
as an infielder and a closer. At Ole Miss he broke the single-season saves record his sophomore year and
surpassed his own record the next year. He also broke the career saves mark for UM.
Huisman came out of school after his junior year at Ole Miss, getting drafted in the 15th round of the

= 2000 MLB draft by Colorado. In four seasons, he jumped four levels with the Rockies, notching 78 combined

saves between Low-A, High-A and AA. He was traded to Kansas City in 2004. Though starting out in AAA
Omaha for the Royals, Huisman was quickly called up to the big leagues and made his major league debut
on April 25th. He went on to pitch 25 innings for Kansas City that season. Before sustaining an arm injury,
Huisman posted three more seasons in AAA and one season for the Newark Bears (N)) in the independent
Atlantic League. He currently resides in Crown Point, Indiana, with his wife Julia and step-daughter Isabella.
